Now, to the
relief of producer Adrian
Evans, Leeds has offered to
host the cancelled perfor-
mances. And Aberdeen. And
Newcastle, Carlisle, Brad-
ford, Manchester, Bath, Car-
diff, Exeter, Plymouth, Mil-
ton Keynes, Crawley . . .
“There has been a constant
wave of people calling up to
offer us a home after The
Guardian printed our let-
ter,” Evans said yesterday
after receiving more invita-
tions from councillors in
Swindon and Stroud (‘“they
were cheering down the
phone to us”). Archaos have
been negotiating to play a
. private site in Bristol — so,
although a final decision
remains to be made, they will
be playing a West Country
venue from September 11 to
23. ¢
